I  must say that A Single Light has come a long way since its inception
on June 10 of 2005. Over the past year we have grown into something
that I am sure we can all be proud of. We have a solid and well-
structured non-profit with a clear mission, vision, and concrete goals.
Our database has been in operation since October, and we have helped
other non-profits and cancer patients through the Direct Support
program. We have also received $500 in cash donations and an
estimated $4000 in in-kind donations from our volunteers and the
general public.

Our volunteer pool has expanded significantly from just 3 volunteers in
2005 to well over 50 a year later. We have added to our Board of
Directors Mark Peterson as Vice President and David Tang as Director
of Technology. We have also Ivan Nikittin as Director of Marketing
and Public Relations and Alex Geronimo, who has switched positions
from Treasurer to Sectary.

On August 13, 2006 A Single Light held its First Annual Community
Potluck Picnic seeing an estimated 50 attendees. Among those who
attended were future and current volunteers and members of the Rose
Garden Neighborhood. The picnic was a wonderful opportunity for all
our volunteers to get together. We received a lot of support and
approval from everyone who came. From this single event we received
$250 in cash donations, a single donation of two web servers to help
run and maintain our website, and an overwhelming feeling of
community support.

While the growth over the past year is impressive, we hope to double
the results in the upcoming year, and with such an excellent start, the
future for us is looking very bright indeed.
