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A SINGLE LIGHT CELEBRATES ITS OPENING AS A NON-PROFIT  
The Student-run Company Announces Plans to Develop a Unique List of Cancer Organizations 

 
SAN JOSE, Calif.—August 21, 2005—A Single Light announced today that it is now established as a non-
profit organization and has started working on its first project – an open-access database that will collect 
information about organizations and services available to cancer patients and their family members. The 
release date of the beta version of the database is set to February 1, 2006. 
 
“The database we are currently developing is one-of-a-kind,” says Nathaniel Montgomery, the company 
president. “There are resources out there that list names and contact information of different cancer-related 
organizations, but our database will go as far as giving a comprehensive list of services, full address, as well 
as a lot of other information vital for anyone afflicted with cancer.” 
 
When finished, the online database will greatly increase accessibility to outreach and service organizations by 
providing a centralized location where people can search to find help that matches their needs. 
 
The database will be incorporated into a website with an intuitive user-friendly interface and will be available 
free of charge to anyone with Internet access. The first versions of the database will list organizations for the 
Bay Area only; in later versions, however, A Single Light plans to cover all of California and then the entire 
United States. 
 
About A Single Light 
A Single Light is a non-profit organization with a purpose to publicize information regarding life-threatening 
illnesses and diseases, especially cancer. The founder, President Montgomery, currently a SJSU student, has 
developed the idea while working for the AmeriCorps: “A Single Light comes out of years and years of my 
seeing a necessity that most people just don’t see: the access to cancer-related information. Before, I thought 
that to make an impact I have to be older, but when I joined AmeriCorps, I discovered that a lot of volunteers 
were people my age, so I decided to make it happen.” 
 
A Single Light differs from many other non-profits because it is 95 percent student-run. While designed to 
help cancer patients and their families, the company will also provide college students with a stepping stone 
for their future careers by giving them valuable hands-on corporate experience. “We can always use 
volunteers,” asserts Montgomery. 
 
Besides Montgomery, the founding board consists of Dale Zamzow, secretary and senior adviser; Robert 
Bengiveno, CPA (Delucchi, Hawn, & Co., LLP) and Alex Geronimo, treasurer and a business major at SJSU. 
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
